Course Description:
Building Indigenous qualitative research methods skills are important for students interested in conducting research with Indigenous peoples, organizations and communities. In this course, students will have the opportunity to learn about Indigenous qualitative methods that they will then practice with their peers. Storytelling, talking circles, sharing circles, digital methods, arts-based methods, kitchen-table talks and interviews will be explained and demonstrated through interactive sessions.

Course Objectives:
It is important for students to understand and be able to use Indigenous qualitative methods using Indigenous methodologies and praxis. In this course, students will learn about Indigenous qualitative methods like storytelling, talking and sharing circles, digital and arts-based methods, kitchen-table talks and interviews. Students will demonstrate their newly acquired knowledge in practice sessions that relate to each of the key methods.

Learning Objectives: Students will:
· Learn and demonstrate key Indigenous qualitative methods terminology and usage of these methods;
· Demonstrate ability to use Indigenous qualitative methods;
· Examine and observe Indigenous qualitative methods in action to assist with the use of these methods for their purposes; and
· Assess when Indigenous qualitative methods are appropriate to use from cultural, spiritual, physical, emotional, social, and scholarly paradigms.

 Assignments: 
The assignments are designed to increase your learning about the use of Indigenous qualitative methods. Below is a comprehensive outline of the assignments: 
 
1. Methods Brief (30%)  TBD.

In your methods brief, you are expected to demonstrate a clear understanding of one Indigenous qualitative method from class. In 3 pages, you will describe the method as well as a study or use that it could be used in. You are not allowed to use the examples provided in class.  

Your brief should cover the following points:
1) Basic information about the method. What is the method and how do you use the method?
2) Provide two to three paragraphs about the research question and study that this method could be used in.
3) Why did you choose this method specifically for your research question? *Hint: this is your opportunity to say why you didn’t choose one of the other methods or a non-Indigenous method.
4) You must support your position using literature.

2. Assessment of a method use – Part 1  (20%) TBD 
Students will spend time with their classmates to try each of the methods. For this assignment, students will be organized in small groups to illustrate one of the methods that has been taught in the course. Students will explain the example (provided by the professor) and then use the method with their group members for the class to see.
 
3. Assessment of a method use – Part 2  (30%) TBD
Students will spend time with their classmates to try each of the methods. For this second assignment, students will again be organized in small groups to illustrate a different method that has been taught in the course. Students will explain the example (provided by the professor) and then use the method with their group members for the class to see.
 
4. Study outline (20%) TBD
Students are choose one of the Indigenous qualitative methods discussed in class and design a study. Do NOT get into tremendous detail!  Who are the partners or co-creators of the research? Why was this Indigenous qualitative method chosen? What is the research question? What do you hope to find using this method? How will get participants? How many participants do you hope to have? Why that many? Who will be the person facilitating the use of the study/method? You must use APA format throughout the assignment. Please make sure to use proper citations and address why this method, who will be part of the project, who will be the participants, and how you will analyze the data after collection (which should help ensure you are using the best method).


Assignment Format
Please note the length requirements of each assignment and make sure to use a standard 12-point font, like Times New Roman. All written assignments should have 1.5 line spacing and standard margins. All references and citations should adhere to APA style and should be a Word document – NOT PDF.

You are NOT required to use a ‘running head’ or ‘abstract’ for any papers.
